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Guest Speaker — Bill Crouch

Bill spoke of the organization that goes into the
running of the motor races, in particular, the
organization around the tracks and the flag
marshalls’ duties during a race.

The flag marshall areas must be so placed that
they cover all of the track in line of sight. At
Indy, there are 27 marshall areas. Each
marshall area has at least 3 marshalls — one to
watch oncoming traffic, one to watch the
departing traffic and one to be in communication
with race control. At Indy each area was
manned by five marshalls.

The marshalls signal the drivers with flags.
Green - racing

Red - race stop

Yellow — Caution

Blue — Faster Car trying to pass

Yellow with red stripes — oil on the track

The marshalls are volunteers who find their own
way to the tracks and stand in the open carrying
out their duties. Bill was saying that there is a
need for new volunteers to come forward.

Bill said that over the years many systems had
been tried but the marshall watching the race
and reacting to the circumstances and the flags
system is still the most efficient.

When we consider the number of race meetings
around the country, the number of volunteer
marshalls needed to conduct these meetings
would be huge.
